VCCS Course Description: -- Provides a working knowledge of web page design and construction using headings, lists, links, images, image maps, tables, forms, and frames. Prerequisite: ITE 115 or equivalent. Lecture and lab 3 hours per week.

Prerequisites: ITE 115 or CSC 155 (or equivalent) strongly recommended. Students must possess a working knowledge and understanding of a windows-based operating system and its associated graphical user interface. Students must possess the ability to launch applications, manage windows, find, copy, move, save and delete files. Students must also be familiar with how to use a windows-based application and must possess basic word-processing skills. Additionally, students must be familiar with the Internet and Internet terminology and must possess Web-browsing skills including using menus and toolbars in a Web browser, entering URLs, and navigating the Web using hyperlinks.

Instructor’s Course Description:  This is an introductory level class that enables the student to create standards-based Web sites using a text editor. The course is vital for those who progress to powerful graphical Web page tools such as Adobe’s Dreamweaver, Joomla!, WordPress, or similar products.

Nature of Course:
1. Lecture, discussion, and question and answer sessions will be combined with approximately one hour of lab time per week.
2. Students are invited to ask questions during lecture sessions as they arise. (Keep in mind that there is no such thing as a dumb question in this class.) 
3. Students are urged to use the lab sessions following the lecture so work is done while the ideas are fresh.



Learning Outcomes:
After completing this course, the student should be able to:
1. Discuss the history of the Extensible Hypertext Markup Language (XHTML).
2. Identify key Web design concepts, features, and XHTML conventions.
3. Discuss design considerations and constraints including front-end (e.g. interface file formats) and back-end (e.g. bandwidth) Web page design issues, accessibility issues, and portability issues.
4. Communicate both verbally and in writing a project plan for a Web site to be created.
5. Plan and develop a well-designed, standards-based Web site of at least six pages that combine effective navigation with a balanced use of graphics, text, and color and that is accessible to all users, especially those with disabilities, and that let users easily and quickly access information, regardless of browser type, connection speed, or computing platform.
6. Incorporate multimedia and layout elements into a set of XHTML documents.
7. Separate page content from page format by making proper use of XHTML and Cascading Style Sheets (CSS).
8. Test and update site operation.

Student Requirements:
1.	Assignments:
a.  There will be a Lab Assignment for each chapter in the text. Assignments and due dates will be posted on the Blackboard site.
b.  Lab assignments are to be posted on the student’s Web site when completed.  Each student’s Web site must have an index.html file as the site’s home page which will link to each part of the assignments.
c.  Web space will be assigned to students but you may use your own site if you prefer. 
d.  All parts of each assignment must pass W3C validation for transitional or strict XHTML. Assignments that do not validate will not be considered and a grade of zero will be recorded.
e.  Due dates will be at least one week after the tutorial’s material has been covered in class. 
f.  It is the student’s obligation to notify the instructor by e-mail when an assignment is posted to the student’s site.
2. Tests, quizzes, and exam:
a. Dates and times for quizzes will be announced in class and/or on the course’s BlackBoard site.
b. There will be an online open-book quiz for each chapter.
c. There will be an in-class quiz for each chapter.
d. The final exam will be a cumulative exam consisting of multiple choice questions.
3.	Each student must prepare a special project showcasing his or her skills.
a. The project shall consist of a minimum of six XHTML pages that pass W3C validation for transitional or strict XHTML. There must be at least one multi-cell table and one form to gather a visitor’s name and email address. There must be an external style sheet to ensure uniformity among the pages.  Embedded and inline styles may also be used as needed.
b. The project is to be posted to the student’s Web site.
c. You are encouraged to base your project on a real need for a Web site. Possible ideas: consider a site for your place of religion, a civic association, a band you’re in, or a family or neighbor’s business.
d. Each student must confer with the instructor no later than the end of the eighth week of class in order to determine the goals and preliminary design of the project.
4.	Policy on missed quizzes, exams, and labs:
a. On-line quizzes are available to the student on-line for a minimum of 5 days and there will be no allowance for missed quizzes.
b. In-class quizzes will be taken at the beginning of the class session following the on-line quiz.
c. Labs made available to the instructor between one and seven days late will be penalized by 10 points. Labs made available to the instructor after that seven day extension will earn a grade of zero.

Grading and Evaluation:

2.	Final grades are determined as follows:

f. Students with more than 86 points (out of 90) prior to taking the final exam automatically receive a grade of A and do not have to take the final exam.
3. The goal of the lab assignments is to get results – even if it doesn’t happen the first time you submit the work.  Therefore you will be allowed a second chance to fix errors and resubmit lab assignments.  Any “second chance” submissions must be posted within 7 days of my notification to you that additional work is needed. Be aware that lab assignments must pass the W3C validator for transitional or strict XHTML.
4. Lab assignments will be evaluated as soon as possible after the student submits an assignment.  The student will be notified by return email. 
5. The on-line chapter quizzes dates and times will be announced in class and/or on the class BlackBoard site.  These quizzes are open book.

1. Several Web sites will be shared with students during the semester
2. Supplies (strongly recommended)
a. USB flash memory device
b. Portable Firefox on your USB flash memory device
c. A text editor such as Programmers Notepad
d. A graphics program such as paint.NET and/or IrfanView
3. Blackboard (http://learn.vccs.edu) is used in this class for announcements and quizzes
4. Students should anticipate spending at least three hours outside of class for each classroom hour in order to complete lab assignments and the project.
